	A place with small stalls/ tables, usually outside, where you can buy things.
	I will show two different pictures, then I will ask CCQs: 
Can you buy food there?             Yes.
Is it usually inside or outside?    Outside.




	M = confused with supermarket: use 2 images including local market.
F = none anticipated.

P =  ss. may pronounce the ‘r’: Drill carefully.

wounded (adj) 

/wuːndɪd/
	Hurt or injured by an accident or fighting.
	I will mime somebody fighting and getting wounded. Then I will ask CCQs:
If you are wounded, who do you need to see? A doctor.

Can it be caused by an illness? No. 

An accident? Yes.
	M = Ss confuse with injured: I will explain they are similar, but wounded is usually more serious.
F = Ss may misspell: ‘wund’. I will use the look-cover-write-check method.

P = Ss. may mispronounce the first vowel. I will write it using phonetics and Franco-Arabic.

depression (n)

/dɪpreʃn/
	The medical condition when somebody is sad for a long time.
	I will mime, and elicit sad/sadness. I will explain this is similar. Then I will provide a simple definition and ask CCQs:
Does this make you happy? No.  

Sad? Yes.
Is it just a feeling or a medical condition? A medical condition.
	M = Ss may think it is just a mood. I will elicit that it is more complex, and try to elicit possible medication.
F = Ss may think it is an adjective: ‘I am depression.’ I will elicit that it is a noun.
P = Ss may try to pronounce the ending phonetically ‘s-i-o-n’. I will explain that the ending is pronounced like ‘expression’.

advise (v)
/ədˈvaɪz/
	Tell somebody what you think they should do.
	I will create a mini situation by pretending to have a cold, and elicit advice from the students. I will then explain that ‘Ahmed was advising me.’, and ask CCQs:

Is it a verb or noun? (verb)

Does it mean to ask or to tell? (tell)

Do you tell them what they should do or what they must do? (should)

I will then elicit the translation to Arabic to check understanding.
	M = Ss may think the meaning is stronger. I will elicit synonyms (e.g. suggest, recommend).
F = Ss may spell it: ‘advize’. I will write it on the board and highlight the S.

P = Ss. may stress the first syllable. I will model it and elicit the stress.
