Two Teachers
Jennifer and Esperance both work at Kiburara Primary School. They both teach P4 Mathematics. In January 2009, they both had 50 students in their class. They both planned their yearly programme/curriculum together.  

Every Friday they both evaluated the students on the lessons they had taught during the week. But they interpreted the evaluation differently.

Jennifer measured the average mark of the whole class. If the average mark was below 60%, the next week she continued with the same lesson content until the average evaluation mark was over 60%.

Esperance measured the highest mark in the class. If the best student’s mark was below 80%, the next week she continued the same lesson content until the best student got over 80%. 

They continued like this for the whole year.

2) In October 2009 the students did the final examination. Look at the marks for the two classes. Which class do you think is Jennifer’s class, and which is Esperance’s class? How do you know?
